Emergency Plan

Death/Serious Injury

(Drowning)

- Poor supervision

- Failure to follow instruction re: procedures and

boundaries

- Participants unable to swim

- Flooded river

- Clear instructions are given

- Listen attentively and follow instructions

- Unconfident swimmers shouldn’t enter the water

without a buoyancy aid

- Swimmers under 14 must be supervised by an adult

(who can competently swim)

Activity must not take place while river is in flood

- Inappropriate entry to water

- Failure to apply instructions given

- Slipping off the bank

- Pre-check river for hazards and correct depth

- Safe jumping technique

- Listen attentively and follow instructions

- Clients to use caution when observing from the bank,

waiting to get into the stream

- Avoid trees and other foreign objects whilst swimming
